Papers should be 20 minutes long, while roundtable talks are normally around 10 minutes in length.  Enquiries relating to 
workshops and other proposals that make use of innovative formats should be addressed to the postgraduate representatives.  

The official languages of the conference are English and French. Presentations in other languages are acceptable if transcripts in 
English or French are available for the audience.200-300-word abstracts of proposed papers, panels, or roundtables (including 
names of speakers, panel chair, and summaries of papers in the case of comprised panels and roundtables) should be submitted 
to the postgraduate representatives via email at postgrad@bsecs.org.uk.
