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UCAS guidance on confidentiality

UCAS confirms that applications are normally confidential between:
i. the applicant;
ii. UCAS;
iii. the referee;
iv. the appropriate staff at the universities and colleges to which the applicant has made application;
v. the applicant's school, college, or training organisation;
vi. the examination board or awarding body;
vii. the student support assessment body;
viii. the Student Loans Company; and
ix. in the case of international applicants, the British Council or appropriate agency.

However, UCAS tries to detect and prevent fraud, and has the right to give outside organisations, including the Police, the Home Office, local authorities, exam boards or awarding bodies, and the Benefits Agency, information from the applicant's form.
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
