Support arrangements for University of Worcester disabled students studying  at Partner Institutions**
Students registered with the University of Worcester who are studying at one of our partner institutions are entitled to use student support services at UW or the partner institution, whichever is most convenient and practicable. 	Arranging a dyslexia Assessment

If a partner institution conducts assessments then they should do the following:-

· Carry out the assessment in accordance with the SpLD working group DfES guidelines.
· Send a copy of the dyslexia report to DDS at UW with confirmation of any support being implemented at partner college;

· Reclaim the cost of assessment as outlined below



	Applying for DSA

	Delivery of support

	· One-to-one support.   Most students will want to access this on the campus at which they study.  However, students can access it at UW if necessary (subject to availability) 
· Counselling and mental health support – as above 
· Support Work (e.g. note-taking, library support, exam support).  To be arranged through the partner institution


	How does a partner Institute recover the cost of disability support or dyslexia assessment?


	Dyslexia  Assessment 
	· Agree reasonable costs with DDS in advance
· Invoice DDS together with student confirmation that assistance from ALF is necessary to help with costs



	Delivery of DSA funded support
	Partner institution to invoice the appropriate Funding Body direct;



	Delivery of Non DSA funded support 
	In some cases University of Worcester registered disabled students may not receive or qualify for the Disabled Students Allowance. Where such students are studying at a UW partner institution the institution should consult the University’s Disability and Dyslexia Service.


** Please note this only applies for students on indirectly funded courses at partner institutions
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
